MIRDC and Kaohsiung Medical University ink alliance to jointly develop health care product of “metabolic syndrome improvement”       

To jointly promote the extracting technology of natural products in Southern Taiwan, MIRDC and Kaohsiung Medical University ink alliance as strategic partners. On June 18, 2009, Mr. Chi-Chuan Huang, chairman of MIRDC and Mr. Hsin-Su Yu, president of Kaohsiung Medical University jointly ink a strategic agreement. The agreement not only activates a long-term cooperative mechanism, but also provides a complete supporting network of natural products extraction in Southern Taiwan.
In terms of academic position, Kaohsiung Medical University is to maintain and facilitate human health and welfare. Its Graduate Institute of Natural Products takes development of new composition from natural products as basis in line with selection of pharmacology and molecular biology to seek new drug, equipped with cancer and cardiovascular disease resistance. Through synthesis and semi-synthesis, new drug goes into mass production. Afterwards pharmacological mechanism research and animal experiment facilitates the development of natural new drug. 
For the last few years, MIRDC is proactively dedicated to R&D of super critical fluid process and equipment and has successfully applied in industrial cleaning or effective composition extraction of natural products, medicine and food. 
Currently both parties have applied super critical fluid extracting technology to develop health care product of “metabolic syndrome improvement”. MIRDC is focused on extraction and optimal process test of local natural products, while Kaohsiung Medical University is centered on composition analysis, efficacy evaluation and animal test of extracted composition. Cooperative results are estimated to apply for patent at the end of 2009 and can transfer to bio technology makers in Taiwan. The alliance assists that both parties can expand the cooperation in Chinese herbs or natural health care products to prevent cancer, cardiovascular disease and diabetes and facilitate Taiwan pharmaceutical maker develop health care products that conform to Taiwanese physique. 
Mr. Huang indicates that agreement inking shows a starting point of mutual cooperation and expects to maintain a long-term cooperation so that both parties can be dedicated to developing many natural health care products and establishing cooperative mode of industry, academic and research sectors. Thus both parties can offer more excellent assistance to medical and health care technology industry in Taiwan.
