    金屬中心董事長林仁益表示，金屬中心在醫療照護產業領域深耕多年，積極致力於開發醫療器材與輔導醫材產業，期許透過此次高雄榮總成立之創研中心，結合金屬中心研發與產業輔導的能量及高雄榮總的醫療臨床專業，建立雙方創新合作機制。未來更希望與榮總再度擴大交流，加速雙方在智慧醫療與照護等領域的創新能量，研發符合臨床使用需求與具高市場價值之智慧醫療產品。

He further stated that MIRDC will expand exchanges with Kaohsiung Veterans General Hospital in the future, and accelerate innovation in smart healthcare by both parties, developing smart healthcare products that meet clinical requirements with high market value.
